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We acknowledge and pay respect to the past, present, and future traditional custodians of this boodja, 
 the Wadjuk Noongar people, who live, love, and raise their Koolunga here. 

We are the Tuart mort.  We honour the boodja on which we grow, play, and learn.

 Djilba (August – September) 
The Noongar Season ‘Djilba' is represented by the colour pink as it symbolises growth of wildflowers and 
plants. This is the start of the massive flowering explosion that happens in the South West. Beginning with the 
yellow flowering plants such as the acacias. 
Djilba is a transitional time of the year, with some very cold and clear days combining with warmer,rainy and 
windy days mixing with the occasional sunny day or two. 
Traditionally, the main food sources included many of the land-based grazing animals including the yongar 
(kangaroo), the waitj (emu) and the koomal (possum). 
As the days start to warm up, we start to see and hear the first of the newborns with their proud parents out 

and about providing them with food, guiding them through foraging tasks and protecting their family units from much bigger animals, including 
people! The woodland birds are still nest bound, hence the swooping protective behaviour of the koolbardi (magpie), djidi djidi (willy wag tails) and 
chuck-a-luck (wattle birds). As the season progresses and the temperatures continue to rise, the flower stalks of the balgas (Grass Trees) emerge in 
preparation for the coming Kambarang season.

• Kwenda- the English word for Kwenda is Quenda.   

• koomal- the English word for koomal is possum. 

• Yoorn- the English word for yoorn is bobtail lizard. 
• Kwoka- the English word for kwoka is quokka. 
• Nyingarn - the English word for nyingarn is echidna. 

• Kaada - the English word for kaada is goanna.  

• Noombat - the English word for noombat is numbat.  

 

Pedestrians have right of way on footpaths 

Several families have emailed to say the speed of 
eScooters on the school footpaths have reached 
extremely unsafe levels.   

In particular, it is disappointing that adults may 
double-dink (illegal) a child on a scooter as well as 
ride bare-headed (illegal).   

Please set a good example for our children, and be 
aware – the City of Stirling Parking Inspector has 
been notified, who may alert Police if necessary. 

While it is faboulous to see more bicycles and scooters being ridden by our children, lessening car traffic 
and adding health benefits, we must share the road safely: 

• Be visible. Use lights and reflectors when riding at night.  
• Give way to pedestrians and keep left unless overtaking.  
• Use a bell or verbal warning before approaching or overtaking pedestrians or other path users. A 

bell or other warning device must be fitted to the eRideable, but if fitting a bell onto the device isn't 
possible - say if your device is an eSkateboard - then call out to pedestrians and other path users to 
let them know you are there. 

• Use hand signals to indicate your plans to other road users when turning. 
• Ride single file when riding with a group. 
• Give cars plenty of space. If you’re riding on a local road, make sure there’s at least 2 metres 

between you and the back of any motor vehicle. Never attach yourself to, or allow yourself to be 
pulled along by, any other vehicle. 

• Ride to the conditions. Slow down when passing pedestrians, before turning corners, or where 
there is congestion. 

While it may feel uncomfortable, please respectfully speak up and remind students and parents of the 
above Road Safety Commission expectations.  

Thank you for ensuring our school community is safe and all footpath-users are valued.
